Wednesday from 2 to 5 p.m. at the Waynesburg Farmers' Market starting Wednesday at the American Legion 
parking lot on East Greene Street, Waynesburg. 

The weekly event, which is organized by Waynesburg Prosperous and Beautiful, is entering its sixth year, and it 
has become somewhat of a summertime tradition in Waynesburg.

The market started in 2005 to give farmers a way to sell their food directly to their customers.
