The festival, which is coordinated by Waynesburg Prosperous & Beautiful, 

celebrates the heritage of sheep, wool and fibers in Greene County.  

 This yearôs Sheep & Fiber Fest will again be staged at the fairgrounds, 

rather than its original location of High Street in downtown Waynesburg, after 

a successful trial run last year. Admission remains free, and there will be 

plenty of activities to enjoy at the fairgrounds.  

 The festival schedule includes a juried crafts show and sale featuring ven-

dors from throughout the region, many demonstrating and selling fiber-related 

wares. One of the most popular activities is the ñSheep to Shawlò demonstra-

tion in which several teams are in a timed competition to create a finished 

piece of woolen apparel.  

 Spectators see the process from the actual shearing of the sheep, cleaning 

and carding of the wool, then spinning and weaving into the finished shawl, all 

in one quick assembly-line operation. Several spinners and weavers guilds par-

Farmersô Market returns for another season of fresh fruits, vegetables and more  
 

 Looking to enjoy the freshest fruits, vegetables, meats, plants and eggs in the area? Come to the Waynesburg Farmersô Market, 

which will return on Wednesday, May 19, and run until mid-October. The Farmersô Market will be open every Wednesday through-

out the summer from 2 to 5 p.m. in the American Legion Parking Lot located on East Greene Street, between Porter and Maiden 

streets.  

 The average travel for produce in U.S. supermarkets is 1,500 miles. Almost everything sold at the Farmersô Market was grown 

within a half hour drive from Waynesburg. The Farmersô Market offers a variety of local produce that is days or even weeks fresher 

than what is sold at the grocery store and also does not include all of the pesticides and chemicals used to keep produce looking 

fresh. Fresh fruits and vegetables not only taste better, but also have more nutrients compared to older produce.  

 Local farmers benefit by cutting out the middlemen and overhead involved with selling in a grocery store. Instead of keeping 

only about 18 cents for every dollar of produce sold in a store, farmers keep much more for themselves; which helps local agriculture 

and is often reinvested into the community. Come to the Farmersô Market and try the best produce in the area while supporting the 

people who grow it and the local economy.  

Fiber Arts Contest announced  
 

 A Fiber Arts Contest is being presented as 

part of the 7th Annual Sheep & Fiber Festival. 

This year, the contest will focus on hand-knitted 

and hand-crocheted items.  

 The ñBest in Showò will receive a $50 award 

and a rosette ribbon. The ñPeopleôs Choiceò will 

receive a $25 award and a rosette ribbon. First- 

and second-place items will also receive ribbons.  

 Entries will be judged before the festival. The 

first- and second-place ribbons, as well as the 

ñBest in Show,ò will be placed on the winning 

items and displayed during the entire festival. On 

Sunday afternoon, the winner of the ñPeopleôs 

Choiceò will be presented.  
 All items must contain at least 50% natural 

animal fiber to be accepted (wool, alpaca, angora, 

etc.) Entry forms can be downloaded from 

www.sheepandfiber.com or picked up at First 

Federal Savings & Loan or the Artisans store on 

High Street.  

 The entry fee for adults 18 years and older is 

$4 for each item. The entry fee for youths 17 and 

younger is $2 for each item.

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Open House set to kick off summer  

 

Slide into your flip-flops 

and get ready to kick off the 

summer with the Waynesburg 

Prosperous & Beautiful Sum-

mer Open House, set for Fri-

day, May 28, from 5 to 9 p.m. 

in downtown Waynesburg.  

Most downtown merchants 

will extend their hours to 9 

p.m. or later, and a variety of 

other summer-themed activities 

will be offered.  

Picnic tables will be set up 

on the street, with vendors selling hot dogs, shaved ice, cotton 

candy and soft ice cream. A popcorn machine will be available 

courtesy of the Waynesburg Band Boosters.  

A DJ will be on hand to play summer- and beach-themed 

music, and colorful balloons will decorate the street. A corn hole 

game will be set up in several locations, and hay rides  that seat 

15 people per ride will be offered. A photo booth will also be 

available throughout the evening.  

A Chinese auction will be presented by participating down-

town merchants, with a variety of gift and specialty items up for 

bid. Proceeds from the auction will benefit programs of WP&B.  

An information booth will be available for Open House at-

tendees to stop by and pick up coupons for downtown retail 

shops as well as parking and shopping maps.  

Prior to the Summer Open House, a groundbreaking cere-

mony will be held at 4:30 p.m. to celebrate the start of the long-

awaited Streetscape project.  

Mayor Blair Zimmerman will be on hand to recognize and 

thank all of the businesses and individuals who contributed to 

the project and worked so diligently to make it a reality.  

The Streetscape project officially started on April 19, with 

Washington Street being closed from High to Wayne streets. 

Construction is expected to turn onto High Street sometime in 

June. High Street will remain open throughout the project.

This yearôs photo contest and exhibit is located 

at the PA Welcome Center at the Kirby exit off I-79 north for several 

weeks prior to the festival, and will then be on display at the fair-

grounds during festival weekend.

The Downtown Dialogue series presented by the Economic 

Restructuring Committee (ERC) of Waynesburg Prosperous & 

Beautiful continued this year on the morning of Friday, March 

5, and the evening of Tuesday, March 9. Both meetings focused 

on the Streetscape project which is now underway. Borough 

Manager Bruce Wermlinger was on hand to describe how the 

project will proceed and to answer questions from attendees.  

The morning meeting was held at the Waynesburg Univer-

sity Center for Research & Economic Development, while the 

evening meeting was held at the Waynesburg Borough office. 

 The Downtown Dialogue series was established in 2009 by 

the ERC as a forum for business owners to voice their opinions 

and work together in order to identify action steps that can be 

taken to continue to strengthen Waynesburgôs downtown.  

The next dialogue is planned for Friday, May 21.
